Boston and Chicago converge in Memphis in an intimate concert featuring guest artists and Project: Motion dancers

Memphis, Tenn. (December 21, 2010) - Project: Motion continues its 24th season when distant contemporary dance artists from across the map converge in Memphis for a weekend of compelling, dynamic and effervescent dance performance. Now in its second year, “AXIS” has been established as a perennial concert that will feature the artistry of two diverse modern dance guest artists. Performances will run February 18-20, 2011 at The Evergreen Theatre.  

Judith Tribo Wombwell, one of the founding members of Project: Motion, will set two works on Project: Motion dancers: "Integral" and an excerpt from a larger piece titled “The Road”.  She will also return for the February show with four dancers from her company Deadfall Dance to perform “Grass,” a piece inspired by the Walt Whitman poem, “A Child said, What is the Grass?” 

“I would describe it as an elegant, thought-provoking collage of images building to an ethereal climax,” Wombwell says. 

Independent choreographer and physical theatre performer Peter Carpenter will be performing his solo work titled, “Last Cowboy Standing” set to excerpts from President Reagan’s speeches. He will also perform a newly commissioned work by Chicago choreographer Lisa Gonzales called,  “A Damn Kind of Splendid.”  The work develops a movement vocabulary that is simultaneously lush and fecund pulsing with uncertainty and fragility. 

“AXIS not only allows Project: Motion dancers the experience of working with guest artists, it also provides the opportunity for Memphis audiences to be exposed to choreographers and movement from outside of the area,” says Jay Rapp, Project: Motion artistic director.
